When SHOH opened in October 2010, I was acquainted with 
the program because Sue and Julie had given a presentation 
to the Marsh�eld Women’s Alliance, of which I am a member.  
Our group has always advocated for women, so voting to 
sponsor one of the bedrooms for the shelter was a natural �t.  
We worked hard to paint, furnish and decorate a beautiful 
room.  After the opening, I realized that I wanted to do more.
I started by working a four hour shift one morning each 
week.  At �rst I wasn’t sure what was needed but the SHOH 
directors provided monthly training for team members with 
interesting speakers, a handbook, and guidance for how to 
interact with clients.  It is comforting to be able to tell a client, 
“I, too, have to follow the rules, especially when the situation 
is an uncomfortable one.

I found that SHOH really needed sta� on weekends, so after a 
discussion with my husband, we decided Sundays would 
work with our lifestyle.  On Sundays, I sta� the shelter alone 
but Sue or Julie are always on call.  It is a more relaxed 
atmosphere on the weekends, as clients have personal time 
to pursue games, quilting, sewing, watching movies, 
individual or group discussions, etc.  I found that I can answer 
client questions from the heart.  I am not a counselor, just a 
fellow human being trying to �nd my way to a Godly life.  
Getting to know these ladies has �lled me with gratitude for 
my truly blessed life and gives me an appreciation for how 
hard they are working to improve their lives.
